After this date we will place our order.  If you do not order a recorder through the school you will 
need to purchase one at a local music store such as Strait Music (located on S.Lamar.)  Prices at 
these retail stores tend to vary depending on the quality of the recorder.  
   
We believe that students should learn on high quality instruments.  The recorders that we will be 
ordering are the highest quality student recorders available and include everything the student will 
need.  Please avoid purchasing recorders from stores such as Wal-Mart or Dollar General.  
Recorders sold from these stores are not quality instruments and they can lower your 
student’s chances of being successful.
